(NAP) application for 330 community health center (CHC) development. With HRSA -11-017, up to $250 million
may be available to support approximately 350 NAP awards in FFY 2011.

Smoking Cessation Coverage

The U.S. Public Health Service has recommended seven medications and three types of counseling as effective in
helping smokers quit. The seven FDA approved smoking cessation products include three OTC nicotine replacement
products (skin patches, chewing gum, & lozenges), two prescription-only nicotine replacement products (Nicotrol
nasal spray & Nicotrol oral inhaler), and two prescription medicines (Chantix & Zyban). The three approved types of
counseling include group, individual, and phone counseling.
